AMMAN 
Amman is one of the oldest, continuously inhabited cities in the world. Its history extends back more than 5,500 years, from the ancient capital of the Ammonites of the Old Testament to Philadelphia; the Roman city that formed part of the Decapolis.

The Citadel stands as a testament to the history of the city where excavations have revealed numerous artifacts dating from the Stone Age through to the Roman Empire, the Byzantine period and on to the Islamic and Ottoman times. All these are on display in the Museum located there.
