PETRA and Other Archaeological Excursions
Petra carved out of the sandstone rock by the Nabateans and established as their trading capital in 4th Century BC, but lost through time until rediscovered by Burkhardt

The Nabateans were famed for their water engineering supplying all of Petra with water through an elaborate system of channels and reservoirs, still visible today. Not to mention of course their feats of civil engineering: the temples carved from the native sandstone and the free standing temples of Qasr El Bint, the Lion temple and the Great Palace.

The most famous and most visited areas of the city are: the Treasury, the Amphitheatre, the central temple, Street of Façade (Royal Tombs), the Monastery and the High Place of Sacrifice.
